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The House on Mango Street 

Vignette Collection Assignment


Write a series of vignettes modeled after Cisneros that reveal something about your identity. You will consider our class discussions and interpretations of The House on Mango Street to help inform the experiences you describe and the manner in which you describe them. 

The goals of this assignment are:  

1) To explore a few specific stories that are important to who you are or who you are becoming;
2) Utilize rhetorical and stylistic devices in your own writing voice
Each vignette should:

· Include at least three rhetorical devices we’ve discussed in class (metaphors, imagery, etc.)
· “Show” vs. “tell”

· Avoid clichés

REQUIREMENTS
· Each vignette includes:

· Title

· At least 3 different rhetorical devices

· Showing vs. Telling

· No clichéd phrases

· 3 Vignettes minimum

· Formatted following MLA requirements (see video/notes on Weebly for re-cap)
· Writing process evidence (planning and/or drafts, and peer workshop forms)

· Completed question on Scales forms (see attached)

To help assess your understanding of this standard, please answer the following questions.

PURPOSE

 What is the overall purpose of your vignette collection? 
What do you want readers to think and/or feel after reading these vignettes? 
How did your use of rhetorical devices help you achieve your purpose? How did showing vs. telling? Avoiding clichés? 

PERSONA:
1. Since this is a vignette collection from your perspective, what features of this piece make it unique to you? 
2. How can readers tell that you are the author versus someone else in this class? 
AUDIENCE 
1. Who would you want to read these vignettes?
2.  Did you write with any particular person in general? Who might benefit from reading these vignettes? 
FORMAT 
1. How did writing in the format of vignettes effect the work overall?
2.  In what ways did the format make your pieces more effective? 
3. What formatting choices did you make on purpose? 
NOTE: After annotating your use of rhetorical devices on the due date, review the scale & assess BELOW

	Student can identify the meaning behind, interpret the purpose of, and make deeper connections to all 10th grade level literary/ rhetorical devices.

· Writing contains no clichéd or near-clichéd descriptions
