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There are three main components to quote integration in writing:
1. Introductory Sentence

2. Quotation
3. Explanation (Analysis)
INTRODUCTORY SENTENCE

The introductory, or lead-in sentence, is like the top layer of a sandwich; it helps organize everything! The introductory sentence provides context and prepares reader for the quote. 

Montag finds himself uncomfortable with the state of his marriage to Mildred. 

THE QUOTATION

Quotations help support the argument or claim in an essay by directly citing from the text. This is the “meat” of our writing because it reaffirms your claim through textual evidence. The quote should not stand alone; instead use signal phrases that follow normal grammatical structure to help your writing flow.
Montag finds himself uncomfortable with the state of his marriage to Mildred. When two men arrive and remove the toxicity from Mildred’s body after she has overdosed on sleeping pills, Montag reflects, thinking 
“If only they could have taken her mind along to the dry cleaner’s and emptied the pockets and steamed and cleansed it and reblocked it”
 (Bradbury 14

EXPLANATION (or ANALYSIS)
Your explanation/analysis is a supportive claim that explains or summarizes the quote. This helps bring everything together, like the bottom layer of a sandwich.
Example: Montag finds himself uncomfortable with the state of his marriage to Mildred. When two men arrive and remove the toxicity from Mildred’s body after she has overdosed on sleeping pills, Montag reflects, thinking “If only they could have taken her mind along to the dry cleaner’s and emptied the pockets and steamed and cleansed it and reblocked it” (Bradbury 14). Here, Montag suggests that Mildred’s current state is one in need of drastic change. Within each of his and Mildred’s interactions for the rest of the novel, Montag continues to assert that Mildred is in fact very unhappy and unfulfilled.
Additional tips for integrating quotes:
· Have particular quotations chosen before you begin writing. This way, you will already have the text in mind as you’re making your essay’s argument. 

· Use a combination of both direct and indirect quotations, as this provides variety and will assist the flow of your writing. 
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�This is a SIGNAL PHRASE that helps the quotation flow into the writing.


�End Parenthesis come BEFORE the citation


�Citations for novels include the author’s name and page number with NO punctuation in between


�The period of the sentence comes AFTER the citation.
